Introduction

This hearing dealt with the tenants’ application pursuant to the Residential Tenancy Act
(the Act) for:
e a Monetary Order for damage or compensation under the Act, pursuant to
section 67;
e an Order directing the landlord to comply with the Act, regulation or tenancy
agreement, pursuant to section 62; and
e an Order to provide services or facilities required by the tenancy agreement or
law, pursuant to section 65.

The tenants did not attend this hearing, although | left the teleconference hearing
connection open for 11 minutes in order to enable the tenants to call into this
teleconference hearing scheduled for 11:00 a.m.

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Issue(s) to be Decided

1. Are the tenants entitled to a Monetary Order for damage or compensation under the
Act, pursuant to section 67 of the Act?

2. Are the tenants entitled to an Order directing the landlord to comply with the Act,
regulation or tenancy agreement, pursuant to section 62 of the Act?

3. Are the tenants entitled to an Order to provide services or facilities required by the
tenancy agreement or law, pursuant to section 65 of the Act?

Conclusion

Based on the above, in the absence of any evidence or submissions from the
applicant | order the application dismissed without liberty to reapply.
